COURSE OVERVIEW:

The 7th grade pre-algebra program is a comprehensive math program in line with the Massachusetts State Mathematics Frameworks for grades 7/8.  The course emphasizes mathematical study through problem-solving and critical thinking.  Conceptual understanding of the mathematics as well as application will be stressed, along with remediation and/or practice of pre-requisite skills as necessary.  The textbook, Glencoe Pre-Algebra, is our primary source of information and our basic course guide.  
The 7th grade will complete Chapters 1-7 in the text, although the sequence of the course may vary somewhat throughout the text as needed.

The 7th grade accelerated course will complete the entire text in order for those students to begin the Algebra 1 curriculum in September of their 8th grade year.

HOMEWORK, TESTS, QUIZZES:

Practice of the material encountered in class is essential if our students are to become proficient with new and more sophisticated math concepts.  With this in mind, I do assign homework as necessary.  Typically the homework should last no longer than 20-30 minutes.  Homework is expected to be completed by the date due.

Tests and quizzes are given as necessary to indicate student progress on new and previously learned material.  Any test in which a student scores below a 70% can be made up by doing the following:

-spending one afternoon with me working on the concepts the student has trouble with

-retaking portions of the test relative to the areas identified as not fully understood, or demonstrating sufficient understanding of the material.

If this is done, any test score under 70% will be rescored to 70%.

GRADING:

Grading is based on a point system, and the breakdown of the final grade is as follows:

25% Homework and Effort
25% Quiz grade

50% Test grade

I am available to help any student after school on Tuesday, Thursday, or Friday until 4:00 PM unless I have some other commitment (meetings, etc.).
