2. ANNOTATIONS (due Thursday, April 15)

With a partner, you will be assigned a chapter and be expected to annotate it. An annotation is essentially a definition of a term, thing, idea, and/or place that appears in the novella. These annotations will help us better our understanding of the novella. For example, there are many references to Antiguan food, places, and culture that need explanations for the Caribbean culture “illiterate.”

You will be compiling these annotations electronically, and I will put them on my school website for use by other sophomores (next year) who will read this novella.

You will be graded on: 

A) the depth and quality of your information; 

B) your ability to paraphrase information; 

C) your ability to cite sources correctly

D) your grammar and mechanics

I will present an example in class to give you an indication of what an annotation should look like. 

3. Paper #1 -- Creative Non-fiction – Childhood Friend Essay – due Wednesday, April 27

Write a 3.5 – 5 page paper in which you describe, show in action, and analyze the nature, psychology, and/or dynamics of a childhood relationship you had. The person you write about could still be a friend, or the person could be someone whom you’ve grown away from.

Depiction
The writer vividly SHOWS the relationship in action through vignettes and/or scenes. The scenes are colorful and thorough.
The writer shows the relationship in action but also relies on TELLING some information that could have been shown. The scenes are complete.
The writer tries to show the relationship in action but the scenes are not thorough or they are unclear. The writer also relies on telling information.
The writer tells information about the relationship and shows little regard for showing scenes of the relationship.

Analysis
The writer blends in mature, sophisticated analysis of the nature, psychology, and dynamics of the relationship throughout the essay. The writer shows thoughtful self-awareness.
The writer’s analysis is age-appropriate; and/or the analysis is clumped or put together in a block (especially at the end of the essay).
The writer is only able to analyze the meaning of the relationship in a surface manner.
The writer is unable to offer any real insight about the nature, psychology, and dynamics of the relationship.

Expression
The writer relies on strong verbs and nouns. The images are lucid; transitions are fluid. The voice is less formal but still representative of mature prose.
The writer’s descriptions feature detail. The essay is less fluid in its transitions.
The essay has a clumped, blockish feel to it. The writer struggles to write using strong verbs and nouns. The scenes and images of the relationship are not as vivid as they should be.
The writer’s diction is weak. The paper lacks fluid transition. Sentences are rudimentary. The essay is too informal in nature.

Grammar/Mechanics
A few minor errors exist but in no way do they detract from the images and analysis of the essay.
More errors exist and begin to distract the reader from the presentation of the ideas and analysis of the relationship.
Relative to the essay’s length, the writer commits too many errors; the errors are significant enough that they do distract from the presentation of the ideas and analysis of the relationship.
The errors are numerous and show a poor understanding of the grammar rules a sophomore is expected to know up to this point.
