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School Committee Scraps Turf;
Instead Votes in Favor of Organic
Cannabis Farm

On April Ist, 2022, the Mount Greylock
Regional School Committee voted in favor of
a proposal regarding the funds from the Wil-
liams Capital Gift. The proposal outlined a plan
which would scrap the turf, track, and any new
grass field in favor of an organic cannabis farm.

The vote came after years of discussion sur-
rounding how the funds from the Capital Gift
would be utilized. A particularly contentious
issue regarding possible uses for the money was
the implementation of a synthetic turf field. The
issue caused divisions within the district, with
many opponents citing environmental concerns.

The School Committee, at the center of this
highly contested issue, finally had enough. “We
just decided to scrap the idea of a synthetic turf
completely,” said School Committee member
Carrie Greene. “A lot of school committee and
community members were really worried about
the environmental impacts of the turf field.”

Rather than implement a grass field instead
of the turf, the School Committee turned in
an entirely new direction. “We know there are
benefits to a new grass field, but we wanted to
use the money for something that was truly sus-
tainable,” said Greene. “So, we looked into the
benefits of an organic cannabis farm, and began
to really see the long-term positive impacts it
would have on our community.”

The cannabis farm will be put in place

behind the Mount Greylock building. A School
Committee member who “wishes to remain
anonymous” said, “It’s going to be a really
great learning experience for the students of
Mount Greylock, and we’re hoping science
teachers or gym classes will let them study and
help out with the farm.”

They said, “The School Committee’s main
goals have always been to find the solutions
that benefit the most people, and in this case, an
organic cannabis farm is the answer.”

The main idea behind this farm was to
“give back” to the environment, said Greene.
With the farm’s cultivation, the school com-
mittee plans to leave behind outdated practices
of farming that damage the soil. This cannabis
farm will use 100% organic fertilizers and soil
improvers.

“A main goal of putting in the farm is to
educate our students not only about the growth
of cannabis but also taking care of a farm,” said
Greene.

The committee wants to place an emphasis
on the cannabis farm in the science curriculum
at Mount Greylock. Greene said, “We think it
will be really beneficial for students to get some
hands-on experience with this sort of thing.”

In line with this belief, several student ath-
letes have begun a campaign to try and build
the athletic program at Mount Greylock. Many
have pointed out the disparity in the distribution
of funds between the two activities. While art
supplies, theater equipment and musical instru-
ments are all new, athletes have to deal with
deflated balls and broken nets.
